What are we doing?

As part of our continued preparatory works for the Radstone Road

Overbridge and the Brackley Cutting we will temporarily be diverting an

existing culvert located beneath a section of Brackley Road, also known
as Radstone Road.

For reasons of safety and due to the nature of the works, which will
include open trenches across the road, we are required to fully close
this section of road, 24 hours per day for approximately ten days.
Access to Radstone will be from the B4525 and the A43.

This is for the safety of road users and our staff.

When will these works take place?

A section of the Brackley Road, also known as Radstone Road, will be
fully closed, 24 hours a day, from Monday 6 March to Friday 17 March
2023, with a diversion in place; these works are subject to consents.

We will work to open the roads to reduce disruption as soon as
possible.
